Changes in Believing and Occupations

All four gospel accounts highlight the call of the disciples in
vivid ways.

Peter and Andrew, James and John immediately leave their
fishing boats and fishing nets and follow Jesus...learning a
new kind of fishing, casting a new net of grace to bring
people into faith. Matthew leaves the tax collector booth to
walk in the ways of Jesus...pondering what can one “give” in
return for one’s life.

This “call” to follow involves a change in occupations and
tasks.

The gospel of John highlights the call of the disciples a bit
differently. Phillip and Nathanael are followers of John the
Baptist. Now they are told to “behold, the lamb of God” and
“switch” or deepen their way of thinking...they are not
following John anymore, they are following Jesus.

This “call” to follow involves a change in believing.

How about for us? As the church becomes the “soul” of a
community, as we gather week after week to sing and pray
and listen to and learn God’s word...do we realize a “tug”
into new ways of believing? A “tug” that encourages,
compels us to undertake some new tasks? A change in the
way we occupy our time?

Yes! Jesus says quite clearly, “The time is fulfilled, and the
kingdom of God has come near; repent, and believe in the
good news.” “Repent” literally means to “turn around” as in
turning to a new task, or turning our thinking around. This
turning requires an openness...as the old hymn says, may
God: “grant us wisdom, grant us courage for the living of
these days.”
