The Care Partner Ministry and Communication Teams have surveys in this newsletter.  The teams would like you 
to complete the surveys and return them to your church. 
 
GTZ Vision Team: 
The Vision Team has been working on developing several initiatives that will be implemented over the next five 
years as part of a 2016 Vision for the partnership.  The initiatives include: expanding worship opportunities; in-
creasing Bible literacy; coordinating outreach; building relationships; creating a GTZ identity; and stewardship.  
During January & February, the team will be working on the details of what it will take to implement the initiatives 
over the next five years.

The “Team” includes all three Pastors and those who had already been working on individual care teams in each 
congregation. Judy Zich, Parish Nurse and a coordinator from each congregation will work closely together to im-
plement a more comprehensive approach for those in need at our churches. The purpose of this team is to follow 
Jesus’ example of faith, hope, and love  to enhance the health and well-being of people in our parish and com-
munity. This team works with individuals who need limited assistance in their homes, or who need short term 
non-medical assistance following an illness or other temporary situation. 
 
You may remember hearing that Judy Zich already has experience in Care Team Ministry, and that she is the 
director of Faith in Action (volunteer model) in the Fox Valley. So with all of this in place, our next step is to sur-
vey the congregations for individual needs and for volunteers to match to those needs. A survey was developed 
and will be distributed at Grace, Trinity and Zion on February 6th.  

 
Please prayerfully consider returning the filled form to the proper designated box or to your church office by Feb-
ruary 27 . All information will be kept confidential and will be utilized by the pastors and coordinators of each par-
ish in order to provide ministry.

The goal of the Communication Team is to review current communication tools and establish new, different and 
innovative communication tools and options.  The team worked with the office staff at all three churches and 
helped to combine the GTZ Parish News with the individual church newsletters monthly.  You may have noticed 
that change happened in November.  The team’s next objective is to determine how you prefer to receive your 
communication.  A  survey  was presented at each church on January 23rd and 30th.  If you didn’t have the op-
portunity to complete the survey in church, they would appreciate that you respond to the survey in this newslet-
ter, and that you return it to your church.
